Kids my age
thought about playdates and barbies, and they were all just trying to grow up. | was
already an old lady. People told me that | was different, but | didn’t know what they
meant.

The Middle

Fourth and Fifth grade flew by like a breeze. | excelled at school and had a few close
friends. | didn’t think about religion, rather | was beginning to explore philosophy. |
began to become a person | wasn’t, excited about Christmas and my birthday so | could
get presents, and getting into fights with my friends because | didn’t like who they were
friends with. | ate whatever | wanted and my parents honestly didn’t care what | did as
long as | kept being their perfect little only child on the outside. On the inside, though, |
was lost. But | just didn’t know what to find. | couldn’t picture my future.

Sixth grade started and | made some new friends in middle school. Since only a couple
of people | knew came from my old school, | became close with them. One of those
girls was the girl who lived across the street, Husna (hname has been changed). |
started to go to her house more often and realized how strong she was in her faith. |
began to be drawn towards her family and talked to her every day after school.

She was from Pakistan and | was
extremely interested in her culture, which was so different from mine. When | watched
her pray Maghrib [sunset prayer] one day, | knew in my heart, | would someday be
Muslim.
